EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This rural transport audit and needs assessment report for County Kilkenny was conducted as part of a
national study of rural transport under the direction of the Interdepartmental Working Group on Rural
Transport. The findings of this study will be incorporated in the County Development Board’s (CDB)
ten year strategy and the findings nationwide will be incorporated into the development of national
strategies to be co-ordinated by the Department of Public Enterprise’s (DPE) Interdepartmental

Working Group. The DPE is due to a produce a report in 2002 in relation options on rural transport

policy.
Methodology

The methodology for the collection of both the qualitative and quantitative data was as follows:

Audit of the existing transport services in the county incorporating bus, rail, taxi, community, health

and other services.
Postal questionnaire survey of a sample of 2,000 people from the rural population.

Workshops, attended by a cross-section of the community, facilitating formalised discussion and
debate on the existing situation and the way forward for rural transport services.

Audit

The transport audit provides a summary of public and private bus routes, rail services, numbers of
taxi's along with ferry and air services where appropriate. Within Kilkenny there are 12 Bus Eireann
routes, and 93 privately operated licensed routes. Within the County 80% of the population live in
DEDs served by some form of public transport, with 42% having access to a service suitable to use for
travelling to work. The County has reasonable rail connections, with stations in Kilkenny city,
Thomastown, and Bagenalstown.

Questionnaires

In November/December 2001, two thousand questionnaires were sent to rural households throughout
County Kilkenny. Based on a random sample amongst households deemed to be within a rural DED,

427 replies were received which equates to a 21.4% response rate.

The questionnaires have been used to formulate a clearer picture of current trip making, and unmet
transport needs. Within Kilkenny, estimates of unmet demand indicate that up to 11,100 of the rural
population have some unmet demand whilst approximately 5,500 have significant unmet demand. This
latter figure is based on the rural population that rarely or never has access to a car. The survey results
show that this section of the community make approximately half the number of weekly trips as those
who always or often have access to a car. The youth appear to be the target group with the greatest
unmet need.
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Workshops

WSP held a workshop in association with Kilkenny County Development Board, in Kilkenny Castle, in
January 2002. Participants were invited to represent a cross-section of interests within rural
communities including CDB Board Members, private transport providers, taxi’lhackney representatives
and special interest groups attending, including women’s groups, disabled associations, ICA, IFA,
Macra Na Feirme

The workshop was divided into two parts seeking to assess both the current situation and potential
ways forward. This report provides a breakdown of the core themes arising from the workshop, and

others carried out within the South East region, which are applicable to Kilkenny.

The workshops highlighted the high car dependency in rural areas, exasperated by concentrating
services within larger urban centres, changes in health care provision, and the threat of Post office
closures. This is coupled by a poor perception of public transport and a lack of services meeting the
demand expressed by potential users. A changing social climate has also had an impact on transport
requirements with issues relating to insurance, fears for personal safety, and road safety concerns all

mentioned at the workshops. A full breakdown of the issues raised is included in section 3.5.
The Way Forward

Several ideas and proposals emerged through the study, raised from the questionnaires, the
workshops and through the course of the audit. A five tier strategy is proposed to help take these
issues forward, seeking to address key concerns and current shortfalls in provision. This strategy
includes the following elements:

Information - Funding
Consultation and Monitoring - Service Provision

Removal of Barriers

Conclusion

Changes are needed at all levels of policy making to ensure change is possible and rural transport is
successfully improved to meet the needs of the entire rural population. In terms of existing and future
transport services key changes are needed to improve provision in terms of perception, funding,

coordination and information.

1 OVERVIEW

1.1 Introduction

This service audit and needs assessment report for County Kilkenny was conducted as part of a
national study of rural transport under the direction of the Department of the Environment
Interdepartmental Working Group on Rural Transport. Pilot studies were carried out in counties Kerry,
Laois, Mayo and Westmeath and a template established for carrying out studies in all the other local

authority counties.

Kilkenny was linked on a regional basis with counties Carlow South Tipperary, Waterford and Wexford,
in the South / East region, these counties forming the South East Regional Authority (SERA), South
Eastern Health Board and the South East Regional Tourist Authority. WSP were appointed by the
County Development Board in each county to carry out individual studies in each country. Throughout

the report references are made to regional statistics, which are based on these five counties.

In particular this report focuses on the target groups within the county that potentially have the highest
unmet demand for rural transport. These groups include the Senior Citizens, people with disabilities,
low income, people working in the home and youths. In a broader sense rural transport should be
provided for and used by the full cross section of society, but it is these target groups that specifically
do not have access to cars, or are unwilling to drive, that are the most vulnerable people in both rural

and peripheral urban locations.

The findings of this study will be incorporated in the County Development Board’s ten year strategy
and the findings nationwide will be incorporated into the development of national strategies to be co-
ordinated by the Department of Public Enterprise’s (DPE) Interdepartmental Working Group. The DPE

will produce a report in 2002 in relation options on rural transport policy.

Furthermore SERA have appointed consultants to carry out a study and report entitled ‘South - East
Regional Transport Strategy 2002 — 2012". This is a broad ranging study that is being coordinated with
the Rural Transport Audits addressing strategies in relation integration of services, population trends,
access to transport, modal shift to public transport and the economic assessment of public transport
provision. This report is due for publication in May 2002 and will also incorporate the findings of this

study.
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Structure of the Report
This report is formatted as follows:

Section 1: An overview of the county on terms of topography, spatial structure and socio-economic

profile.
Section 2: Details existing fleet provision and both scheduled and non-scheduled services.
Section 3: Describes overall rural travel patterns and assesses the unmet travel needs.

Section 4: Summarises the key findings of the study and describes potential measures for
addressing both improvements to existing services and provision of services to address unmet

demand.

Throughout the report references are made to services and population centres that are located within
the county and also on the periphery of the county where such services and centres are material to the
transport needs of Kilkenny. In addition all population figures relate to the 1996 census. Whilst such
data is now somewhat dated it does form a consistent base for analysis and assessment of transport
needs. It is strongly recommended that all data in this report be updated when new statistics from this

year's census become available.

Methodology

The methodology for the collection of both the qualitative and quantitative data was as follows:
Postal questionnaire survey of a sample of 2,000 people from the rural population.

Audit of the existing transport services in the county incorporating bus, rail, taxi, community, health
and other services.

Workshops, attended by a cross-section of the community, facilitating formalised discussion and

debate on the existing situation and the way forward for rural transport services.

1.2 Topography

The county is generally low lying as shown on Mapl and is traversed by the River Nore that flows
through the county town, joining the River Barrow at New Ross. The Barrow forms the majority of the
eastern border of the county with Carlow and Wexford whilst the River Suir forms the southern
boundary with Waterford. The county is also bounded to the north by Laois and to the west by

Tipperary.
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1.3 Socio-Economic Profile

Co. Kilkenny had a population of over 75,000 in 1996, a rise of 2.3% from 1991. This population
growth occurred throughout the County but with a marked increase within the urban area of over 4%,
the urban population now accounting for nearly 33% of the county’s total. This rural population of
50,712 is based on the DEDs defined as rural on Map 2. The county has a population density of 36.34
people per km?, whilst in rural areas the value of 25.39 persons per km? is above the National average

of 21.81 per km?.

The population structure of the County has a number of different characteristics compared to that of
the South East region. Within the region Kilkenny has the highest percentage of those in Socio-
economic groups A & B, and second highest in Agricultural. The county also has the highest

percentage of third level education and car accessibility within the region.

Economically the urban/rural split of the county is reflected in a number of ways. Unemployment levels
within the county reflect the trend of being higher within the urban areas compared to rural parts of the
county and the regional average. In terms of the profile of employment unsurprisingly agriculture and
related industries dominate within the rural context but notably there is also a distinct divide between
rural and urban populations in so far as the higher paid managerial/professional workers are clustered

within urban parts of the county.

In order to identify target group populations within individual rural DEDs, Maps 3 to 7 inclusive were
produced that respectively identify population densities in terms of total population, 65+, unemployed,
people working in the home and children below the age of 15. Figure 1 shows a breakdown of these

densities into populations of each target groups in each DED.
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Population densities of less than 15 people per sq km are dispersed throughout the county. The
highest densities of over 40 per sq km being clustered around the larger population centres including
all DEDs along the Waterford border. The densities of the target groups mirror those of the total

population.

14 Spatial Structure

The county is largely dominated by Kilkenny city, but Waterford has a significant influence on the
southern part of the county. Outside of these two centres the county is characterised by a proliferation
of class D settlements as defined in Table 1.2. Callan is the only significant population centre in the

western side of the county between Piltown and Urlingford.

Roads

Kilkenny has a strategic network of National Primary routes traversing the county, with the N9,
Waterford to Dublin, N10 link from Kilkenny to the N9 and a small portion of the N8 (Cork-Dublin) all
within the County. Along the southern border the N24 provides access between Limerick and
Waterford and Wexford including Rosslare Harbour. All of these routes form part of the National
Development Plan’s strategic network. The N76, N77 and N78 all radiate from Kilkenny and provide
National Secondary access to the north and west of the county. The N76 links to Clonmel and Cork

whilst the N78 provides an alternative route to Dublin via Athy.
Rail

The national rail network has two routes passing through county Kilkenny. The main route is the Dublin
to Waterford route, serving Thomastown and Kilkenny and Bagenalstown, in west Carlow, on route to
Dublin. Although the Limerick to Rosslare train passes through the county, it does not stop within the
county borders. There is also an existing rail track, which goes from Waterford to Rosslare, but this

track is not used for passenger travel.

15 Transportation Overview

The private car is the most important mode of transport in County Kilkenny. Car ownership in Kilkenny,
at 36.6 cars per 100 people, is in line the national average but slightly below the regional average of
38.14. There are 27,629 cars in Kilkenny and 32,028 full driving license holders (i.e. potentially 42.5%

of the population).

There are 371 privately owned public transport vehicles operating in Kilkenny. This figure is about the
average for the region. There are 78 (64 contractor & 14 Bus Eireann) vehicles in operation on 158

licensed school transport routes for the Department of Education.

There are 12 Bus Eireann routes in Kilkenny complemented by 93 private licensed bus routes. Details

of these are contained in Section 2.1.

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2 AUDIT OF EXISTING SERVICES

2.1 Scheduled Services

Bus Eireann

There are 12 Bus Eireann services operating in County Kilkenny (see Fig. 2 & Map No. 8). These
consist of 6 expressway routes and 6 local routes. The expressway services concentrate on the main
routes through the county. The Dublin/Waterford route follows the N9 from Carlow to Waterford (10
daily) serving Gowran, Thomastown and Mullinavat along the eastern side of the county. The
Dublin/Cork routes take the N78/N76 through the middle of the county (5 times daily) serving
Castlecomer, Kilkenny and Callan and then on to Carrick on Suir. The Dublin/Cork route, with 5
services daily, is also served through Johnstown and Urlingford in the North West of the county along
the N8. The Waterford/Longford route takes the N9 from Waterford to Knocktopher and then serves
Thomastown and Bennettsbridge on the way to Kilkenny. It then takes the N10 out of Kilkenny to
Carlow. The south of the county along the N24/N25 is well served with the Tralee/Rosslare route (15

times daily) and the Waterford/Dublin Route (5 times daily) via Enniscorthy.

The Bus Eireann local service in the central portion of County Kilkenny is restricted to a daily service
on the Dublin/Kilkenny routes, already served by the expressway services, serving Bagenalstown and
Kilkenny. The only other local routes link Thomastown to Waterford, twice on a Thursday, serving
Kilmacow, Mullinavat, Ballyhale and Knocktopher on route and the New Ross to Kilkenny service
which runs once on a Thursday and serves Inistioge, Thomastown and Bennettsbridge. The South of
the county along the N24/N25 route is well serviced with towns like Mooncoin, Fiddown, Piltown and

Glenmore served at least twice daily to Waterford.
Privately Operated

In addition to the Bus Eireann routes, there are also 93 privately operated licensed routes in Kilkenny
(see Fig. No. 5 & Map No. 8). Although some of these services are along the same routes as the Bus
Eireann services they do provide routes to many other towns in Kilkenny. A few examples of towns
served only by private operators are Ballyragget and Freshford in the North East, Kells and

Kilmaganny in the South West and Inistioge and Graigeunamanagh in the East.
Rail

The national rail network has two routes passing through the county Kilkenny. The main route is the
Dublin to Waterford route, serving Thomastown, Kilkenny and Bagenalstown. The first train leaves
Waterford at 07.20 and serves Kilkenny at 08.12 and reaches Dublin at 10.01. The last from Dublin
leaves at 18.20 and reaches Kilkenny at 20.02, terminating at Waterford at 20.55. Although the
Limerick to Rosslare train passes through county Kilkenny, from Carrick on Suir to Waterford, it does
not stop within the county. There is also an existing rail track, which goes from Waterford to New Ross,

but this track is not used for passenger travel.
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Free Travel Passes

Free Travel Passes are available to the elderly, disabled and several other eligible groups, as outlined
within the Department of Social, Community and Family Affairs’ (DSCFA)’s leaflet SW40. Passes are
accepted on Bus Eireann and larnréd Eireann services and additionally some licensed private
operators. According to the DSCFA’'s database, there are 5 such private operators in Kilkenny
accepting the Free Travel Pass. A total of 11,943 people in the county currently hold a Free Travel
Pass i.e. potentially 15.85% of the population of the county. This is in line with the national average of
16% but below the average (17.8%) for the South/East region.

Spread of scheduled Bus and Rail Services

Kilkenny is reasonably well served in terms of public transport that are concentrated along the main
routes. Map No. 8 indicates all the scheduled services through the county and it is apparent that some

areas of the county are not served at all either by Bus Eireann or private operators.

Map 9 illustrates the DEDs with varying levels of scheduled bus and rail services and this map is
correlated with Fig. 6 (appendix 2) that lists the divisions in terms of the level of service. DEDs are
classified as having no service, some service and work services. Work services must arrive at the
destination before the start of the work day and return in the evening after work. The proportion of the
rural population living in the DEDs with access to services that can facilitate transport for
working/training opportunities is 42% (21,300 people), higher than all other counties in the region.

Commuting services are only provided on national primary and secondary routes.

80% (40,500 people) of the rural population of Kilkenny live in DEDs that are served by some form of
scheduled service, compared to 75% in Wexford, 62% in Waterford, 71% in Carlow and 65% in South
Tipperary. The remaining 11,150 people live in DEDs with no services including large pockets south of
Kilkenny city and in the west of the county. It should be recognised however that a service may pass
through a division, but due to the route, or size of the DED, significant numbers of the population would

not have easy access to the service.

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2.2 Other Scheduled Services

There are 158 Department of Education licensed school bus routes in Kilkenny, 93 primary and 65
post primary. Bus Eireann is responsible for the operation of these routes. They sub-contract out over

79% of their routes to private operators.

There are 371 privately owned public service vehicles (i.e. taxis, hackneys and private buses)
operating in Kilkenny. This includes 67 taxis, 96 hackneys and 208 private licensed buses. On a per
capita basis, Kilkenny's total of taxi and hackney is below the national average and the averages for

Waterford and Carlow but above the averages for Wexford and South Tipperary.

As mentioned earlier, there are 93 privately licensed bus routes in Kilkenny and these are run by 5
operators. Two operators run the majority of these routes, namely J. J. Kavanagh & Sons and Bernard
Kavanagh & Sons. The majority of privately licensed public transport vehicles are contracted for school

runs or are offered for private hire to local groups and schools.
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2.4 Cost of services

In order to compare costs between bus, rail and taxi travel on a medium distance commuter route
within the county Table 2.5 illustrates the cost of a return trip from Kilkenny to Thomastown. These
costs indicate the comparative cheapness of bus and rail compared to taxi travel over this approximate
11mile trip. Whilst this cost comparison is in itself is not unexpected it does indicate the prohibitive cost

of travel for those sections of the population that do not have access to public transport.

25 Health Services and Day Care Centres

The provision of services to general health facilities was discontinued in the late 1980s and presently
there are limited dedicated services to hospitals or community care centres in the region. These
facilities are located on Map 10. The South Eastern Health Board (SEHB) operates a number of out
patient services that are booked through the Ambulance Control Centre in Wexford. These services

are as follows :

Minibus service from Carlow to Waterford Regional Hospital once a day from Monday to Friday.
The service departs from Carlow at 8.00 am and serves Bagenalstown and Kilkenny on route,

returning in the evening.

A minibus departs from Kilkenny at 7.30 each weekday serving hospitals in Dublin. This service

picks up at either Bagenalstown or Castlecomer and travels via Carlow.

Taxis bring dialysis patients from the SEHB region to Waterford Regional Hospital. Approximately

60 patients are facilitated at any given time.

Taxi services are provided for out patients on a limited basis where individual patients are

identified as having particularly acute transport needs.

Psychiatric hospitals, day care centres and other facilities in the region operate minibus and other
services on a daily basis. Generally the vehicles are owned by the Psychiatric units whilst the Day
Care buses are partly funded by the SEHB, through Section 65 grant aid, and client contributions. A list

of services to these facilities across the SEHB region is shown on Fig 10.
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3 NEEDS ASSESSMENT

3.1 Introduction

In November/December 2001, two thousand questionnaires were sent to rural households throughout
County Kilkenny. Based on a random sample amongst households deemed to be within a rural DED",
the four page survey sought to gain an understanding of current trips patterns, needs and views
towards transport from a rural context. 427 replies were received which equates to a 21.4% response
rate. As a comparison the response rates in, Carlow and South Tipperary, Waterford and Wexford
were 20.4%, 17.7%, 20.2% and 21.3% respectively. The sample was sourced from the Electoral

Register.

A summary of the replies is contained within Appendix 3, along with a copy of the questionnaire. Note
that not all returns were fully or correctly completed, and therefore there are variations in the total

replies for each question.

3.2 Car Availability

Cars in Household

One of the main indicators of transport availability is household car ownership. Table 3.1 illustrates
that, in the survey of rural residents in Kilkenny, 5.9% of respondents stated that they lived in a
household with no car, whilst over 60% live in households with two or more vehicles. These values
represent the two extremes of the regional average, with Kilkenny having a marginally higher no-car
ownership and multiple car ownership. Overall these values indicate a reasonable level of car

ownership.

Within the 25-64 year age group, very small percentages of the population live in households that have
no car, per Table 3.2. Kilkenny’s older population in contrast, has a marked increase over the regional
average, whilst respondents with Free Travel Passes or Medical Cards have the highest level of No-
car ownership. Within this analysis Medical Card holders are used as an approximation for Lower
Income groups. This highlights that Kilkenny has a potentially greater problem amongst the identified

target groups than other counties in the South East.

Car Availability

Ownership of a car within a household does not imply ready access to a vehicle at times of demand.
In many households where there is one car the vehicle may be used by one of the household to get to
work, leaving others without transport. As the vehicle is unavailable to other members of the household
it is effectively a “no car household” during certain periods. Based on weekday daytime use Table 3.3

indicates that 11%, or 5,500 of the county’s rural population rarely or never has access to a car.

Amongst the identified target groups, Table 3.4 shows that the 39% of 18-24 year old group rarely or
never have access to vehicles in contrast to Table 3.2 above where only 2% of 18-24 year olds
surveyed live in households without a car. This indicates that they live in households where they either
have a low priority for access to available transport, and/or where whatever vehicles are available, are
in use and unavailable to them during the daytime. Further analysis shows that availability does rise at
weekends and evenings. Due to the survey methodology there are some shortfalls in assessing trip
demand amongst the younger population, as only those on the electoral register, ie aged above 18,
have been sampled. It is hence noted that the needs of those aged 18 and below have not been truly
reflected. The other target groups within Kilkenny fare well compare regionally but caution is
necessary as the figures in Figure 3.4 are based on a small sample size.

From Table 3.4, three target groups are quantifiable based on census data, in terms of the potential

numbers that rarely or never have access to a car. Using the regional response rates, which have a
higher sample, 9.8% of the elderly stated that their access is limited. Based on the 6,440 population in
this category, a total indicative elderly population of 630 is limited to this extent. This estimate could be
broken down into individual DEDs based on Figure 1 (appendix 2) but caution should be taken in this
regard as individual DEDs will have their own characteristics based on their socio-economic

breakdown and geographical location.

Similarly, the population of those people working in the home, that are limited in car availability is
1,350, based on a total population of 8,500. The unemployed group indicates 720 out of a population
of 2,575.

Over the three groups an indicative population of 2,700 has limited access to car travel. This total must

be treated with caution as it is based on a regional response and dated census data.

3.3 Overall Travel Patterns

It is a general fact that those that always or often have access to a car make a higher number of
weekly trips than those who rarely or never have car access. Within Kilkenny this difference appears to
be less marked than within other counties in the region where typically those without a car make three
trips for every four taken by the average respondent. Table 3.5 shows that on average 18.05 trips are
made per person per week, on a par with the regional average, whilst those who rarely or never have

car access make only marginally less trips.

When analysed further in Table 3.6, it can be seen that, on a regional basis, certain groups make

substantially less trips, with the real impact of car availability having an obvious effect on the over 65's,
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and those unemployed. Within these groups over twice as many trips are made by those with regular

access as compared to those with little or none.

Clearly trip rates are reduced significantly for all groups if a car is rarely or never available. Therefore it
can be concluded that the 2,700 indicative population of Senior Citizens, home duty and unemployed
groups that have this limited access, potentially have significant unmet travel demands. Similarly, in
terms of the total rural population, 5,500 have significant unmet demand based on the 11% of the total

population, identified in Table 3.3, that rarely or never have access to a car.

3.3 Types of Journey

Based on replies given in the questionnaire, the number of trips per annum has been estimated. The
percentage’s below indicate the share of these annual trips per purpose. These trips can then be
analysed relative to each other assuming that the higher the number of trips made per year the more

important the trip.
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The responses show the different travel needs and trips purposes undertaken by the target groups. It
indicates a variety amongst the target groups, but with several journey consistencies. Table 3.7a
provides a summary of the top five journey purposes whilst Table 3.7b quantifies the percentage

responses in each group.

Trip destinations depend on the trip type and, in terms of personal business and health trips, post
offices and health centres are major trip end locations for rural populations. Map 10 indicates the
location of post offices, health centres and hospitals in the Kilkenny region and health centres and post

offices are listed in Figs 7 and 8 respectively.

Kilkenny has a relatively balanced geographic range of trip end destinations for all categories of trips,
with Kilkenny City the dominant destination. 36% of commuting trips are to the county town and 30% of

all trips are to Kilkenny City. Waterford also plays a significant role in trip attraction for Kilkenny
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residents, attracting approximately half the number of trips as Kilkenny, but twice as many as Dublin,
the next popular destination. In terms of all trips a range of nearby towns are notable destinations,
including Thomastown, Castlecomer, and Callan, within the County, and New Ross, Clonmel and
Carlow in adjoining counties. The car is the dominant mode of transport accounting for 90% of trips

whilst bus journeys account for 6% and rail under 1%.

3.4 Travel Needs and Attitudes

Unmet travel demand is identified from the survey in Table 3.9, with 15% of all respondents stating that
there are trips that they would like to make, but are unable to due to lack of transport. Within the target
groups the percentages having unmet demand are below the overall average except for the 18-24

group. The regional percentages are significantly higher than the Kilkenny sample.

This 15% equates to 7,500 of the rural population having some unmet demand. This unmet demand
can also be estimated from Table 3.3 wherein 21.9%, or 11,100, of the rural population stated that they
did not always have access to a car, therefore implying that they have some unmet demand. It is
therefore estimated that between 7,500 and 11,100 of the rural population have some unmet demand

while, as identified in section 3.2, 5,500 have significant unmet demand.

Kilkenny, Waterford and Dublin are the highest ranked destinations in terms of unmet demand followed

by Cork, Wexford and New Ross.

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A further question was posed in relation to unmet travel demand by rail. The response indicates that
34% of people feel that there are trips they would like to make by train if a suitable service were made
available. This total is not directly associated to overall unmet demand as such trips may be presently

made by other modes.

Within the South East opinions on current bus services were gathered. This showed that some 61% of
respondents in county Kilkenny had a bus service operating in their area, compared to 49% regionally.
Of these some 25% of these actually make use of such a service (same of the regional figure), whilst
those without any bus service felt a strong need for a bus service, 73% stating such a service should

exist within Kilkenny (76% regionally).

Future Service Provision

In looking at providing a new service, a direct service is the preferred option whether pre-booked or

not. The majority of respondents stated a preference for either:
A. Pre-booked/door-to-door/direct service; or
C. No pre-booking/nearby stop/direct.

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4 CONCLUSIONS

41 Key Findings of Audit, Surveys and Workshops

The key findings are based on the results of the household surveys and the workshops. Summaries of
the workshops findings are included in section 3.5 and the most significant of these findings are outlined
here. The findings are described both in terms of the existing situation and the potential ways forward

under the following headings:

41.1 Surveys and Audit
41.2 Workshop- Existing Situation
4.1.3 Workshop- The Way Forward

4.1.1 Surveys and Audit

Kilkenny’s rural population of 50,712 accounts for 67.3% of the total population. Rural population
densities are above the national average. Population among the target groups generally follows the
trends of the total population.

The county has contrasting levels of household car ownership with the highest regional level of no-

car ownership, and the highest level of multiple car ownership.

In terms of trip end destinations the county is dominated by Kilkenny City for all trips with Waterford

also having a significant impact on trip making.

The county is well served by the national road network and the Dublin-Waterford rail line serves the
county. Bus services are by and large limited to the national roads. Private bus operators run the
majority of services within the county, with the county having twice as many private services per
head of population than elsewhere in the South East.

Estimates of unmet demand indicate that up to 11,100 of the rural population have some unmet
demand whilst approximately 5,500 have significant unmet demand. This latter figure is based on
the rural population that rarely or never has access to a car. The survey results show that this
section of the community make approximately half the number of weekly trips as those who always
or often have access to a car. The youth appear to be the target group with the greatest unmet
need.

Amongst the target groups the dominant trip purpose is for food shopping, accounting for 20-25% in
most groups. The next in rank is church trips followed by social activities, including visits to friends
and relatives, and taking children to the créche/school. For the youth, work and training are the

highest trip priorities.

Compared to other target groups, those unable to work due to illness/disability are most likely to

avail of new services. Direct services are preferred to interchanges.
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4.1.2 Workshop Issues- Existing Situation
Strategic Issues

1. Lack of access to existing services was cited as a major restraint in the use of existing scheduled
services. Such services are provided, by and large, on the main road routes and the lack of feeder

bus services, penetrating areas off the main routes, mitigates against accessing these services.

2. The lack of information on existing services combined with the lack of co-ordination between both
public transport providers and other service providers (e.g. health services) was regarded as a

major barrier against the uptake of public transport.

3. The high dependency on car travel, combined with increased levels of road freight, has resulted in
increased volumes and congestion on the roads, especially in the context of Kilkenny’s historic
street network. This reduces the level of service on roads and, combined with parking difficulties
encountered at the trip end, acts as a deterrent for some people, especially the elderly, to travel by

car.

4. The closure of local services such as post offices and banks has accentuated the problem by
increasing the need to travel. This is coupled with low population densities in some parts of the

county.

5. One of the key challenges is the fragmented responsibility among Government Departments that
can result is conflict and problems in trying to create an overarching transport strategy and
improvements to public transport and accessibility. The following helps to explain the current scale

of involvement across Departments in transport provision or policy making:

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Social Issues

1. There is a perception of increased isolation, especially among the elderly population, due to a
number of factors. Firstly, family demographics have altered and a significant percentage of the
elderly population now lives alone or with families where both spouses work. This has reduced the
opportunity for these people to avail of car trips with family members. Secondly there has been a
change in social attitude to giving lifts to neighbours both from the perspective of availability of time
and insurance considerations. Thirdly, people are less likely to request a lift from a neighbour than a

family member.

2. Cost of car ownership and insurance militates against car ownership among the youth and/or low-
income population. This has the affect of either preventing people from taking up employment or

forcing them to migrate to urban centres.

3. Cost of travel to health services is seen as a critical issue and in general the cost of travel is a

significant factor for the low income, youth and elderly groups.

4. Social attitudes to driving have an impact on the degree to which all road users are prepared to
travel by any mode of road transport. In particular, speeding, seat belt wearing and general
disregard for the prevailing driving conditions are the driving characteristics that most urgently need
to be addressed. A linked problem is the issue of drink driving both from the point of view of the
safety of other road users and the lack of alternative transport choice for social activities. A further
issue on this theme is personal safety on public transport and the fear of intimidation and possible

assault. This is relevant for all users but especially female and elderly passengers.

5. The youth amongst communities tend to have a high level of trip demand, which cannot be met
through independent means. The guestionnaire survey has not been able to detect the true extent
of this demand as the sample method was based on the electoral register. Conflicts exist between
demand and provision as anti-social behaviour is viewed as having an increased likelihood amongst

this age group, a source of worry for public transport providers.
Service Provision Issues

1. The county has a reasonable level of public bus services the majority being provided by private

operators.

2. The poor quality of transport infrastructure in general is a major issue. Particular issues include the
quality of the road network, especially county roads, the lack of basic bus stop facilities, such as
shelters and timetables, and the poor quality of bus fleets, especially on school services. Within
Kilkenny rail services were particularly seen as poor and out of touch from customers needs and the

standards expected from a modern rail service.

3. The most flexible form of transport is taxi services but the cost is prohibitive if not beyond

consideration especially to the most isolated and lower income groups.
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Access for people with disabilities is key for this group but is often prohibited by the high cost of

adapting existing vehicles.

Poor co-ordination between service providers, coupled with the red tape involved with opening new
bus routes, militates against the provision of efficient services. Other issues, such as imbalance in
taxi demand and the reluctance for some providers to provide late night services, exacerbate the

problem.

Existing car users may be attracted to public transport if the provided service is seen as reliable,
comfortable and punctual. Although this report focuses on key target groups, this element should
not be overlooked. Such modal shift might open up new routes that would not be economically

viable for operators if provided for purely social reasons.

The inability of free travel pass holders to use their pass because the service does not exist, is at the
wrong time or is inaccessible is seen as an indicator of the shortcomings in existing transport

provision.

4.1.3 Workshop Issues- The Way Forward

General Points

1.

There is an acceptance that rural transport services cannot cater for trip demands on a par with

services in large urban areas.

Services must be reliable and supported over the long term. Removal of new services after relatively
short periods of time seriously undermines confidence in transport services with a knock-on affect for

support and potential patronage on subsequent services.

National Strategy and Policy

4.

There was widespread support for the establishment of a National Transportation Authority that
would be responsible for all aspects of public transport provision at this strategic level. This Authority
would be responsible for other issues raised for future improvements such as co-ordination between
public transport providers and other service providers such as health boards. This initiative could
also pave the way for the use of communications technology to improve service co-ordination and
also the introduction of ticket integration. In addition, a further policy for the future that could be
within the remit of this Authority is the identification and classification of a hierarchy of services from

national down to local level.

The branding of public transport should also be investigated so that all buses providing a scheduled

service can be readily recognisable. This would particularly be of benefit to tourists.

The introduction of tax incentives for private bus operators and rural taxi services in order to
encourage the improvement of existing services and introduce new services and providers into the

market.

The cost of fares should be varied across the day to encourage travel during all periods of the day.
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Local Policy and Provision

1. Improved service facilities are necessary in all urban centres and larger rural communities. These
facilities would range from waiting rooms with toilet accommodation, beverage dispensers and ticket

machines in larger centres to simple covered shelters with timetables in smaller centres.

2. Within Kilkenny City the creation of a central bus station/waiting area would be key to improving
public transport usage, especially in light of the number of tourists and the important role the county

town has in serving Kilkenny’s rural population.

3. A structured form of community involvement in the identification of transport needs in terms of

specific routes, schemes and infrastructure is fundamental to the future success of rural transport.

4. The provision of user-friendly travel information on existing services is critical. This information could

be provided by phone, Internet and at the facilities described above.

5. There is a perception that the existing bus fleet is under-utilised, particularly the school bus fleet.
Schemes to exploit this existing capacity should be investigated. This issue is linked to providing the
correct bus for the desired service. Many roads are not suitable for large buses and co-ordination

would match vehicles to appropriate routes.

6. Suggested service should run between Waterford-Mullinavat-Ballyhale-Knocktopher-Stonyford-Kells-

Danesfort-Kilkenny.
Social and Land Use Issues

1. One of the major issues to be addressed is altering the perception of public transport both from the
point of view of statutory bodies and the public. Public transport must be treated as an essential
service for the business and social requirements of rural communities and must be at the top of the
agenda for policy makers at both national and local level. Public perception must also be addressed
to redress the general view that public transport is a lower class of travel compared to private car

travel.

2. Spatial planning issues must be considered in tandem with transportation provision. Clustering of
rural communities, in lieu of one off dwellings would create population pockets that would make

transport more accessible and economically viable

3. The role of the post office should be secured and expanded to provide additional services such as
cash and pension dispensing, via ATMs, local authority services (e.g. motor tax) and the sale of
public transport tickets. This role would be combined with proper waiting facilities as described
above. Thus the post office would reduce the level of unnecessary trips while also facilitating public

transport travel.

4. To improve personal security on transport, funding should be provided for increased Garda
resources especially during the evening period. This would also encourage more providers to run

late night services, which are presently lacking, even between the larger population centres.
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4.2 Transport and Infrastructure Developments

Introduction

Developments are taking place from national to local level across the country that will affect rural
transport services to all sectors of the community. In this section some of these initiatives and
developments are described in order to set the Rural Transport Audits in the context of these

contemporaneous strategies and projects.

Rural Transport Initiatives

Within the context of the National Development Plan, €4.4m was allocated for capital support for the
development of pilot public transport initiatives in rural areas. The Department of Public Enterprise,
through Area Development Management Ltd (ADM), advertised for applications for such schemes and
recently awarded funding to 25 pre-development projects and 8 operational projects nationwide. Pre
development projects were allocated €6,350 to further develop the concepts contained within their
proposals. Operational schemes were awarded varying levels of funding to underpin their ongoing
development and operation. Schemes that received funding in the South East region are described
below.

Carlow, Kilkenny and South Tipperary Rural Transport Company

The Rural Transport Company (RTC) was set up under the guidance of the local LEADER company,
Barrow Nore Suir (BNS) Rural Development Company. The RTC has previously received funding
from the FAS social economy programme and appointed a full time manger in December 2001. The

company was recently granted a further €355,600 funding from the Rural Transport Initiative funding.

The main aim of the RTC is to provide flexible bus services coordinated from a central source by the
management and staff of the company. This coordinated approach will allow for pre-booking of
services and the supply of real time travel information based on GIS software linking the buses to
the coordination centre. It is anticipated that following a period of further research routes will be
launched in Spring 2002. The company recently advertised in the press for expressions of interest

from public transport providers.

West Coast Wexford Rural Transport Initiative

This initiative is based in Ramsgrange near New Ross and is administered by South West Wexford
Community Development Project, and supported by groups such as Wexford County Development
Board, ICA, Wexford LEADER Project (WORD), and Parish Groups. The Initiative received
predevelopment funding to develop an operational plan for supplying transport services to the
parishes of Bannow, Ramsgrange, Duncannon, Tintern, Templetown and Clongeen. These parishes
contain a population of 15,000 people and services will be aimed at providing to essential services

for the target groups in the communities.
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Wexford Area Partnership
This partnership is based in Wexford Town and the transport services that it is looking to provide will
be aimed at the rural communities around the town. The area to be served covers a population of
19,500 in 17 DEDs from Rosslare in the south to Taghmon in the west and Curracloe in the north.
The Partnership received predevelopment funding which it will use to develop an operational plan
that will address transport provision through the provision of:

flexible feeder services to existing routes,

car pooling,

accessibilty for the elderly and people with disabilities,

pick up services for the least mobile

storage facilities for shopping and buggies on buses

Waterford Rural Transport Working Group

This group is coordinated by Waterford County Development Board and is looking at the provision
of services for the entire area of the county outside of Waterford city. The board is to investigate a
specific part of the County deemed to be lacking in services, but containing a high proportion of the
target groups identified in this work

National Initiatives and Strategy

The Community Transport Association of Ireland (CTAI)

Founded on the same principles as its sister organisation in the UK the CTAI was established in
June 2001. The Association has a national committee and membership includes 80 groups. Its
objectives are to promote the interests of community transport groups, assisting with the
development of new schemes to improve access for people with disabilities and those living in

remote rural areas.

The Community Transport Association in the UK has been highly successful in supporting the
development of voluntary transport groups and campaigning for changes in regulation and policy
governing such transport. It has also played a crucial role in establishing an effective policy
towards the funding and provision of rural transport, undertaking research and managing national

initiatives to improve access for all those experiencing mobility problems.

The work of the CTAI has been delayed by its lack of core funding. Whilst an application was
made for funding as part of the Rural Transport Initiatives this was not successful and the level of
development work has been affected by the shortage of resources. In view of the need for
assistance to those with mobility difficulties and the clear success of the Community Transport
Association in the UK it is recommended that consideration be given to an effective mechanism
for supporting CTAI.
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It is understood that a conference is being organised for later this year (2002) which would provide
a valuable opportunity to discuss and debate the role of the voluntary sector and the CTAI in

promoting improved access and transport in rural areas.

In the UK the CTA has established an excellent working relationship with Government
Departments, Local Authorities and the range of Agencies concerned with rural issues. A similar
role might be played by the CTAI as it develops and grows in response to this need for such an

association to assist in tackling rural issues in Ireland.

National Rail Strategy

Department of Public Enterprise is shortly to appoint consultants to prepare a strategic framework
for future rail development in Ireland over the next 20 years. This strategy will have regard to the
National Development Plan and the National Spatial Strategy, and will consider the potential for
reopening existing, dormant rail lines and the assessment of existing routes with a view to
providing increased services in areas of potential high demand. To ensure success it is vital that
rail proposals are considered holistically and integrated with other modes and initiatives to provide

the co-ordinated services that the RTA has identified as a public priority.

National Development Plan : Regional Public Transport Investment

The National Development Plan has identified €15m investment in regional bus services outside
the major population centres, and is additional to Bus Eireann’s ongoing fleet replacement
program. A provision of €635m is being allocated to regional rail investment to improve the safety
of the network, increase the physical capacity of the railways and improve the quality, speed and

reliability of the service.

National Roads Authority Roads Programme

The NRA roads program is coordinated with the National Development Plan and includes major
road schemes planned for Kilkenny and the South East. Within Kilkenny the major project is the
N9/N10 Kilcullen to Waterford road scheme. This route will incorporate a bypass of Carlow Town

and will bypass Paulstown, Gowran, Thomastown, Ballyhale and Mullinavat on route to Waterford.

In north Kilkenny the N8 scheme will see the bypassing of Johnstown and Urlingford. The
completion of the bypass around Kilkenny city is an objective of the County Development Plan but

not part of the NRA program

These schemes are designed to improve road safety and decrease travel time on the major inter
urban routes whilst sections of the existing national road network will be downgraded to providing
local access. The implementation of these schemes will result in some increased journey times

where local access routes are severed by the new roads.
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4.3 The Way Forward: Developing a Rural Transport Strategy for Co. Kilkenny

Throughout the audit process, people accepted that rural transport services cannot cater for trip
demands on a par with services in large urban areas. However, there was also a clear requirement for
current and future services and facilities to be reliable and consistent. Reliable in terms of buses running
to published timetables and also in terms of long term certainty. Short term trials or frequent changes in
funding streams and policy were considered to be damaging to the public perception of non — car

transport choices.

The reliability issue, which was a clear priority from the Kilkenny workshop, and from other consultations
across the South East Region, could usefully be addressed by establishing a set of aims, objectives and
targets. With a strategy of this type, agreed with relevant stakeholders, consistency of approach can be
demonstrated and communicated to all those involved in the planning, operation and funding of transport
facilities as well as everyone affected by the availability of transport. Whilst everyone is affected by
personal mobility issues to some extent, it is particularly important for the 5,500 people within County

Kilkenny’s rural population who rarely or never have access to a car.

A rural transport strategy with a clear vision for the future provision of services and initiatives would
demonstrate that the CDB and its partners have listened to the views of community groups and
operators and acted upon their views in a balanced and consistent way. Having a hierarchy of aims and
objectives will act as a catalyst for investment and change. The many organisations involved in transport
and planning decision making, service provision and community projects will all be able to share in this
common strategy, make financial and resource decisions accordingly and achieve added value through

the combination and focusing of efforts.

The proposed rural transport strategy for Kilkenny would encompass five key areas, which have been

drawn from the audit work. The five key areas of the strategy, presented in Figure 11, include:

Information Strategy
Funding Strategy
Consultation and Monitoring Strategy

Service Provision Strategy

Figure 11 also shows the responsibilities and possible schemes or initiatives that could be introduced.

1 Information Strategy

The rural transport audit has quantified the range of transport choices available, the level of service
provided and the penetration of routes. The process of pulling together this information to create a
comprehensive picture of rural transport has highlighted the disparate nature of service provision and
information. This has been affirmed by views expressed during workshop discussions. There is a clear
perception amongst many of the stakeholders consulted during this study that timely information on bus

services and specialist services such as community vehicles is difficult to find. Transversely, bus
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operators are concerned that investment in leaflets and other promotional material has little impact on
public awareness of services. Furthermore, operators have suggested that it is difficult to identify the
demand for new and improved routes with any confidence and all stakeholders agree that successful

rural transport initiatives require the support and involvement of local communities.
A consistent theme has been the desire for greater coordination of information at a number of levels.

The Information strategy would set out a structured plan for providing transport information to people in
an accessible way and at the right time. It would include consideration of all information media from
formalising simple ‘word of mouth’ discussion at a very local level to co-ordinating all printed material to
providing real time information through the use of new technologies and through local travel centres.
Information available at home, on vehicle and at destinations should be considered. Again, consistency,

user friendliness and reliability will be key requirements.

Under the information strategy one possible scheme / initiative is the introduction of a Travel

Coordination Centre.
Travel Coordination Centres

At the local level, Travel Coordination Centres, such as that envisaged by the Carlow, Kilkenny, South
Tipperary Rural Transport Company, have the potential to meet a number of requirements emerging
from the audit process. In small rural centres, a modest facility could be created which made use of
space in an existing public building such as a post office, school, community hall or library. Such a

facility could provide:

Coordination of all public transport information (routes, frequencies, fares)

Up to date (perhaps real time) information on changes to service schedules and potential delays

A single point of contact for operators to consult on community needs and for potential travellers to consult on
specific service requirements

A free telephone and internet link to Local Authorities, operators and organisations providing community
services, such as health board or school transport etc.

A booking system for responsive services, taxi sharing etc.

Management of a Car sharing database

A focus for establishing a Transport Users Group where local people can discuss shared problems and

opportunities and where transport providers can obtain valuable feedback and ideas from customers.

To minimise costs and maximise the efficiency of any staff employed and the use of available facilities in
the most effective way, consideration could be given to combining Travel Coordination Centres with

other community services such as health or youth facilities.

Centres of this type are operating successfully in other European countries. For example, In Finland on
the outskirts of Helsinki, Travel Coordination Centres manage demand responsive transport services

and provide information via a call centre
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2 Funding Strategy

With a growing trend of centralisation for health and financial services and a continued growth in car
ownership and use, particularly for commuting, the funding demand for socially necessary rural public
transport services will continue to exceed the available budgets. A Funding Strategy is required to draw
together all existing funding streams and elements of resource to achieve added value and remove any
areas of duplication. A future funding strategy will also assist in responding to Government Initiatives and
grants. In terms of consistency, a clear policy on fares and an agreed criterion for considering new

commercial and subsidised services will help to create realistic stakeholder expectations.
The Funding strategy could include:

The introduction of tax incentives for private bus operators and rural taxi services in order to encourage the
improvement of existing services and introduce new services and providers into the market.
The cost of fares should be varied across the day to encourage travel during all periods of the day.

Possible integration of public transport investment across policy areas such as health, education etc.

3 Consultation and Monitoring Strategy

The discussion workshop element of the Rural Transport Audits was particularly well received by
workshop participants. The good response and attendance at the workshop reflected the general interest
and good will that exists amongst key stakeholders. Like all projects which include community
involvement, retaining that involvement and capitalising on emerging partnerships is vitally important. A
structured form of community involvement in the identification of transport needs in terms of specific

routes, schemes and infrastructure is fundamental to the future success of rural transport.

The consultation part of the strategy will help to achieve consensus on policies and objectives and
encourage ownership of the proposals. It will ensure that solutions are developed with local communities

rather than imposed on them, a point raised by operators and users throughout this study process.

A range of targets and key performance indicators would enable progress towards the strategy
objectives to be measured. This monitoring information of the situation would, again, feed into the
decision making process and influence future priorities. Targets should be challenging but achievable
and should be compatible with other national and regional targets for regeneration, social inclusion and
quality of life issues. It should always be remembered that transport is a derived demand and strong

links to other areas of public policy should be made e.g. health, environment and economy.

4 Service Provision Strategy

The workshops also established that there is the perception that the existing bus fleet is under utilised,
particularly the school bus fleet. Schemes to exploit this existing capacity should be investigated. This
issue is linked to providing the correct bus for the desired service. Many roads are not suitable for large

buses and co-ordination would match vehicles to appropriate routes. One potential scheme to be
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considered in the Service Strategy is a demand responsive bus service, similar to the flexible bus routes

being researched by the Rural Transport Company.
Demand Responsive Services

Like many rural areas, County Kilkenny has a reasonable level of bus service along main corridors.
However, access to these routes is often difficult or impossible for nearby settlements. In recognition of
the fact that fixed — route scheduled bus services may no longer provide the blanket solution to the rural
transport problem that it did in the past, a number of semi — scheduled services have been trialled
across Europe. There are a number of examples in the UK where a range of different services have
been developed with a demand responsive element. Bus, coach, community minibus, subsidised taxi
and car sharing schemes have all been initiated to address different rural circumstances. These services
all depend on some sort of coordination facility, which matches the travel demands of residents in a

defined area with the route and timings of vehicles.

5 Removal of Barriers Strategy

One of the major issues to be addressed is altering the perception of public transport both from the point
of view of statutory bodies and the public. Public transport must be treated as an essential service for the
business and social requirements of rural communities and must be at the top of the agenda for policy
makers at both national and local level. Public perception must also be addressed to redress the general
view that public transport is an inferior mode of travel compared to private car travel. Demand
management measures designed to restrain travel by private car, assist in redressing the balance of

travel across the various transport modes.

A strategy of this type will not be achieved overnight. Indeed, to meet the objective of providing certainty
and a framework for long term planning it must be strategic in nature and last for a period of at least ten

years.

Conclusions

The Department of Public Enterprise is to set up a new working group to take on board the findings of all
the RTAS throughout the 29 county councils. Within each county the role of the Director of
Transportation should be underpinned by ensuring representation from this group of Directors of
Services at this national level. This representation would create the primary coordination link from

national to regional level.

The role of the Director of Transportation could be further enhanced at County level by the appointment
of a Local Transport Co-ordinator within the Transportation Department of the County Council. The role
of the Coordinator would be to oversee the implementation of national strategy at the local level and to
coordinate funding and development of specific transport projects and infrastructure improvements such

as the upgrading of bus stop and bus waiting facilities.

To ensure that the needs and strategies of the various local interest groups are formally considered and
appraised at county level these groups should be brought together in a formal Transport Forum. This

Group would include representatives of the County Development Board, Transport Providers, LEADER
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Companies, Partnership Companies, Community Groups and Business interests together with the Local

Transport Co-ordinator.

At a national level it will also be imperative to seek a simplification in transport provision. The present
system whereby several departments have an interest or role to play in directly providing, subsidising or
shaping transport policy, needs to be brought closer together to ensure the necessary co-ordination and
integration is achieved that will result in an effective regional, county, and local strategy on public and

rural transport.

The findings of this report will be incorporated in the CDB ten year strategy. This strategy could be
cemented into Local Authority Policy by inclusion of, inter alia, the relevant transport aspects of the CDB

strategy in the County Development Plan and future Local Transport Plans.
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
