Minutes Community Citizen & Wellbeing meeting

March 26th  2004

The previous meetings minutes were proposed by Nellie Brett and seconded by Malcom Noonan.
Matters arising Ronan gave an overview / update on the Community Citizen & Wellbeing actions, a document highlighting the actions was circulated.

Ger Heffernan asked for representatives at the meeting to give an update on actions.
Nellie Brett informed the group that a letter was forwarded to all members of the Area Committees, Nellie highlighted the discourtesy of councillors in not responding to the Community and Voluntary Forum’s letter 

Ger Heffernan suggested that the Chair forward a letter on behalf of the Community Citizen & Well Being committee to the County Councillors asking them to make a commitment to the setting up of the Area Committees. Nellie agreed to forward a letter to Ronan highlighting the issues.
Mick Cummins posed the question why no rural seat had been filled on the SIM committee.
Agenda 21 

Malcom gave an update on the Agenda 21 Committee. The Agenda 21 committee have met 4 times including a study trip to the Cork Environmental Forum. The Agenda 21 committee provide a framework for discussion on sustainable development in the county, the group are presently in the process of expanding the committees membership. LA 21 is designed to implement the principles of sustainable development at a local level by addressing & and involving local people directly.
The Community & Voluntary Forum
Nellie Brett informed the group that the Community & Voluntary forum were presently going around to all the areas to review where things are at. Nellie informed the group that the feedback highlighted that people were happy with the previous election process and that the next C&V forum elections will take place in September 2004.
Nellie informed the committee that contact had been made with the Department of the Environment : No decisions were been made on funding for the Community & Voluntary Forum. At a national level the voluntary sector is diminishing with a lack of structures and policies, but Kilkenny is ahead of other areas.
Health Promotion 

Joan gave an update on the Health Promotion actions as follows:
· Joan informed the group that the traveller health promotion video is freely available

· Accident Prevention- the HPU are anxious to develop a committee to support this action.
· Home help training involves a  course  “accidents in the home” .
· Action Planning for physical development

· Playground Initiative  involving physical interveiw
Joan also informed the group that the 5 year Health promotion action plan still needs to be ratified.
Lindsey gave an update on the new tracking system, and handouts were distributed

Ronan gave an update on the RAPID programme and circulated an update of the programmes progress he also informed the group that there is 3million available to support playground development in RAPID areas- roughly €90,000 per RAPID area.
Nellie asked for clarification about RAPID equivalent for rural areas - she highlighted that the rural population increases are impacting on villages. Mick Cummins clarified how CLÁR areas were identified initially.

AOB

Ronan gave an update on the IAP facility

Malcom Noonan highlighted his concerns about the development not addressing social needs of the surrounding communities and that the proposed community facilities fall short of the programme. He also highlighted the need for additional recreational facilities . Malcom agreed to forward a letter the IAP monitoring committee highlighting his concerns.
