Minutes Community Citizen & Wellbeing Meeting

Ger Heffernan welcomed the committee and notified members that this would be the last meeting until September and an overall review needs to be completed for the County Development Board on the 28th of May 2004. Ger also stated that the current poor attendance for meetings needs to be addressed.

Apologies were read out and Ger asked members of the committee to propose and second the minutes,  Nellie Brett highlighted that the minutes  misrepresented what was discussed at the previous meeting. It was agreed that Ronan and Nellie would to go through the March minutes and discuss changes with reference to the Community & Voluntary forum report from the previous meeting, and make the relevant changes.
 Joan Murphy highlighted that 

· The traveller health promotion video which was stated as being free, does however incur a charge.
· Home Help training course involves “Accident Prevention & Fire Safety”and  not just accidents in the home.

It was highlighted that the health promotion unit is setting up committees so it was proposed not to sign off the actions just at the moment
Ronan informed the group the updates on actions had been circulated. Updates were requested  from the committee on the current status of relevant actions, it was agreed that there has been no major changes since the last meeting on the majority of actions

Nellie Brett requested information on the continuity of meetings,  Tony clarified that due to the elections there will be changes on the County Development Board and therefore until the changes have been executed a further meeting would not be held until September.
Agenda 21 sub-committee update

· There was discussion around the new actions, Ronan outlined details from a recent visit to the Cork Environmental forum. It was agreed by the committee that there new potential forum members be approached.. Ronan informed the group that the Agenda 21 committee were meeting regularly and a meeting was requested with Comhar. Also a newsletter was in the process of being designed. Ronan agreed to bring a draft of the brochure to the next meeting.
· Darragh Murphy  highlighted that Ring-a-link was not making a lot of progress due to restrictions on funding

. It was agreed to remove the Sports Partnership action from the actions as this action was successful. It was agreed that it was important to continue to monitors the progress of actions. 
· Nellie Brett gave an update to the Community and Voluntary Forum review and highlighted that there was a good attendance at  recent meetings. Also Nellie highlighted that the area networks were better established in the South of the County.

· Nellie informed the group that she felt that the five year term as a representative on the Community and Voluntary Forum was too long and a three year term was sufficient .
· It was also suggested that new Councillors taken on board after the elections should be given training so that they would have a clear understanding of the structures and also look at two to three people to attend IPA training.( this is  a national proposal. Nellie  also informed the group that the Community & Voluntary forum new constitution needs to be approved
· Joan Murphy informed the committee that the five year action plan is to be changed.

· Darragh Murphy gave an update to the Rural Social Employment Scheme and that Leader is to be given the initiative with 2,000 places available which will mean 60- 70 placements for the county. There was also an update with regards to renewable energy with €100,000.00 set aside for the projects; also a talk has been arranged in Thomastown with regards to the Ballymun organic project.       

A date was set for a promotional fair for Fair Trade products in the Mayors chamber on the 24th of May and Kilkenny was on its way to becoming Fair Trade Status 
Ronan gave an over view and a Draft Copy of the Citizen and Community Wellbeing sub-committee report was distributed to the committee, it was stated that the final draft is to be handed out the County Development Board

Malcolm discussed recreational facilities, physical activity, health promotion and previsions for cycle lanes. He also stated that there was emphasis on transport in the city and what bearing the planning section had on new roads and new development with regards to providing cycle lanes. The feasibility of good transport and the provision of park and ride facilities were also included.
However Tony advised the transport SPC were responsible for the issues raised and it has been noted what Malcolm has said and that the provision of cycle lanes were being provided along the river bank.

This concluded the end of the meeting.
