Ronan Ryan, C & E.
The meeting opened with Lindsey welcoming everyone and giving a brief background to the Community & Citizen Well-Being sub-group.

She outlined the roles of the C&E Staff in attendance.  Ronan Ryan is the lead contact for the group.  Unfortunately he is unable to attend today and so she is facilitating the meeting and Bríd is minute taker.  Lindsey outlined that it is hoped that once a chair is in place for the committee that this person will also ensure a minute taker for future meetings.  
A revised agenda was circulated to cover three key points

· Terms of reference.
· Composition of group.
· Role of Chair
Terms of Reference:

A lengthy discussion took place.  The meeting adopted the terms of reference recognising that the issues raised in the discussion around the role of the group regarding evaluation and how this happens needs to be teased out.  It was agreed that should terms of reference need to be revised at a later stage then the group would look at this.
It was agreed that a rapeteur from the sub-group report to the County Development Board on a regular quarterly basis.
Composition of group:

Lindsey informed the meeting that the County Development Board at their last meeting proposed a number of additional members to this sub-group.  This list was discussed and the following was agreed.  
1. Ian Coulter from Comharile be invited to join the group.

2. A seat on the committee for Kilkenny Chamber of Commerce was ratified.   Alison McGrath will be the representative.


3. The sub-group discussed inviting the ‘Health Promotion Unit’ onto the committee and agreed that a seat should be set aside for this group.  However this matter is first to be discussed with Tony Whelan, as he has had a seat on this sub-group to date.


4. Vintners Association – Alison McGrath is to talk to the Vintners regarding a representative.  

5. The meeting agreed that as the County Childcare Committee was already a sub-group of the CDB that this group would not be directly invited onto this sub-group.  However two members of this sub-group are also board members of the Childcare Committee – Alison McGrath & Darragh Murphy and so will be in a position to relate any relevant matters.






6. Rural Transport Company.  The group recognised the importance of having this group represented.  The mechanism of achieving this is to be discussed with Darragh.




        


7. Sports Partnership Working Group.  The meeting agreed not to invite this group onto the committee but agreed to support them in their current work of progressing the ‘Sport & Recreation for a healthy lifestyle’ agenda.



8. Youth.  The meeting agreed to invite young people to represent their own issues onto the sub-group.  Dáil na nÓg is the mechanism through which this representation would be secured and 2 seats were agreed.  It was recognised that the process to secure representation is only in its infancy and it will be at least a number of months before we will be in a position to have young people on board.








9. County Committee on Demand Reduction measures for Drugs.  Catherine Lawlor was suggested as the representive to be invited onto the committee subject to discussion with Tony Whelan.











3 seats had been set aside on the sub-group for Local Development Agencies.  KCAN & BNS have taken their seats.  Darragh as a board member of CDCD agreed to represent CDCD also on this committee.
The length of service on the sub-group was discussed and agreed to co-incide with the Local Elections in June 2004.
Role of Chairperson:

The role of the Chairperson was discussed and viewed by the meeting as an essential role with a significant job of reporting to the Board.  With regards to the s/election of a Chairperson it was agreed that this would be addressed at the next meeting.  In the meantime anyone interested in putting themselves forward for the position is invited to contact Ronan in the C&E department and also Ronan will make contact with members to establish their level of interest.
