Ger opened the meeting with a mark of respect in the passing away of John O’Shea from FAS on COB, Alison McGraths father and a welcome to Susie Barnes.

Minutes proposed by Theresa Mullins and seconded by Michael Lanigan.

Matters Arising – Theresa Hennessy outlined that her input was not recorded correctly and should read – The pt under Home Help Assessment needs to be deleted and the last point should read as follows  ‘’Both the HPU and the Substance Misuse Departments actively involved with linking with schools around development of substance misuse policies within schools. 

Ronan went through the document which updates the Actions.

Ronan outlined that the Community Participation Actions 1 & 2 have been taken under the responsibility of SIM.

Darragh Murphy highlighted under Objective 3 – i.e. Transport that both Kilkenny County Council and Carlow County Council need to include a budget in their estimates for 2004, as Tipperary County Council and BNS have been footing the majority of the bill.

Theresa Mullins endorsed Darragh Murphy’s point.

Michael Lanigan suggested that a strong letter and submission be put to individuals members before the estimates get swamped with other requests.

The transport SPC needs to link in to ensure a wider support and commitment.

Ger suggested that these concerns are made  known to the executive .  

Objective 2 – Improving Living Environment 

Michael Lanigan highlighted that the Gowran model was a very positive model

Malcom also endorsed the idea of reducing traffic, increasing urban transport and provide ‘’park and ride’’ facilities.

Theresa Mullins –  highlighted that the ring road completion is a crucial to city traffic flow

Ronan reminded the meeting that – Sept 22nd is cycle day – car free day

 Michael Lanigan highlighted that a one way System is back on the agenda of the council

Objective 4 – Safe and Secure Place  

Aidan Roche updated the meeting on CCTV – 10 areas have been sanctioned nationally and a further 7 are in the process of being sanctioned , Kilkenny appears to be number 17 on the list

Policing – Thomastown = Rural Policing

Two Areas – Thomastown  & Graiguenamach } Pool people in those areas

Keep 1 guard visible in villages – 2 patrol guards attached to Graigue and Thomastown
Aidan Roche read out and expanded on update for Objective 4

C & V Sector

Malcom Noonan informed the group that the C&V are working with a consultant to develop an action plan to incorporate the inclusion of more groups to expand and include an Anti-Poverty perspective.

Expanded Area Committees – C & V forum urge that the expanded area committees include the V&C forum.

It was agreed that the expanded area committees need to be put on the corporate groups agenda. ( M Lanigan )

It was suggested that the CPG meet with the C & V forum on this issue

Darragh Murphy highlighted that waste mgt requires awareness raising at County level, and that Kilkenny County Council needs to take responsibility for this.

Theresa Mullins commented that alot of effort had been put into waste mgt awareness over the last year, Michael Lanigan also commented that a lot has been achieved through the appointment of the new environmental awareness officer.

Malcolm Noonan & Michael Lanigan put their names  forward and  endorsed that groups like Freshford 20/20 be asked to come on to the committee
